ABOUT THE PENNSYLVANIA COUNCIL ON THE ARTS
PURPOSE AND FUNDING SOURCES
The Pennsylvania Council on the Arts is a state-agency in the Office of the Governor,
founded in 1966 to encourage and promote the arts. The mission of the Pennsylvania
Council on the Arts is to foster the excellence, diversity, and vitality of the arts in
Pennsylvania and to broaden the availability and appreciation of those arts throughout the
state. Funding for the Pennsylvania Council on the Arts (PCA) Fellowship Program comes
from the citizens of Pennsylvania through an annual state appropriation by the Legislature.

THE COUNCIL AND ITS ACTIVITIES
A Council comprised of 19 members, 15 of whom are at-large members appointed by the
Governor and confirmed by the Senate, governs the agency. Four members come from the
General Assembly: two from each house; one from each major political party. The Council
sets the mission and goals for the agency, evaluates the PCA’s progress toward these goals,
formulates policy, and makes the final decisions on the use of funds. The Council has final
authority in granting funds.

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GENERAL INFORMATION
FELLOWSHIP DESCRIPTION
Individual creative artists residing in Pennsylvania, who meet all the eligibility criteria, can
apply for one non-matching Fellowship. PCA awards these Fellowships in fixed amounts of
$5,000 or $10,000 to eligible Pennsylvania artists of exceptional talent to enable them to
pursue their artistic goals. PCA selects these artists using a qualified jury of arts professionals
whose recommendations are reviewed and acted upon by the Council.

Fellowships awards are highly competitive. Only a small percentage of all applicants from all
categories receive awards. All results are made public on or about January 31, 2009.

Please read carefully which categories are offered as they change annually.

DEADLINE FOR 2009 FELLOWSHIP APPLICATION:
August 4, 2008, 4:30 p.m., submission date for CueRate. August 4, 2008, postmarked date
for Consent Form, work samples, and other required material. All materials must be sent to
the appropriate Fellowship partner.

NOTE:

• Applicants can apply in only one category in any given year. Do not send in more than
one application or all applications will be disqualified; 

• Traditional Arts Fellowship applicants may appear as co-applicants in an application for
an Apprenticeship in Traditional Arts; and 

• Collaborative applications are accepted, but are limited to two artists. 

Contact the PCA for assistance in determining your artistic discipline, group and application
deadline.

ELECTRONIC APPLICATION (CueRate)
The Pennsylvania Council on the Arts (PCA), Mid Atlantic Arts Foundation (MAAF) and
Carnegie Mellon University, Center for Arts Management and Technology announce the
release of the CueRate (electronic grant application). The CueRate enables you to complete
your PCA 2009 Fellowship application on the World Wide Web. Your application can be
filled out and submitted electronically to the Fellowship Partners. Other required materials
must be sent by mail.
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HOW TO APPLY AND OTHER PROCESSES
APPLICATION PROCESS
The application to the Arts Commentary program is available for submission via CueRate.
CueRate enables you to fill out and submit your 2009 application electronically. 
Before you get started keep in mind the following: 
• You should have a hard copy of the 2009 Arts Commentary guidelines available for 

reference. 
• You may use the cut and paste feature of any word processor program to save “on-line 

time” in completing the Description of Work Samples, Project Narrative and Resume 
sections. 

• You can save and return to CueRate as often as you want before officially submitting 
your application. 

• You can access CueRate via www.pahumanities.org, www.pacouncilonthearts.org, 
or http://maaf.egrant.org to begin your application. 

• Questions may be directed to the PCA or PHC. 
IMPORTANT NOTE: Work samples, along with a Consent Form, must be sent
separately by mail. The postmark deadline for the work samples and Consent Form is
August 4, 2008. Applications that are submitted without the mandatory enclosures will
be considered incomplete; incomplete applications are not accepted for review. 

ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must be individual creative artists who are current residents of Pennsylvania. 
Applicants must be domiciled in Pennsylvania at least two years prior to the application
deadline. Grantees must be domiciled in Pennsylvania for the duration of the use of the
grant, whether or not the grant activity is in Pennsylvania. Activity may take place outside of
Pennsylvania. 
The PCA recognizes “domiciled” as a permanent legal residence, which is the residence
where you have your permanent home or principal establishment and to where, whenever
you are absent, you intend to return; every person is compelled to have one and only one
domicile at a time. 
The following individuals are NOT eligible to apply for 2009 Fellowships: 
• Individuals enrolled in high school, or enrolled in an higher education degree program 

(associate’s, bachelor’s, master’s or PhD). 
• Recipients of a 2008 PCA Fellowship. 
Please contact the PCA or PHC if you have eligibility questions.
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COLLABORATIVE APPLICATIONS
Two individuals who can clearly demonstrate a history of ongoing collaboration and who
plan to continue such a collaboration may apply together. Collaborators will submit one
application through CueRate and mail one signed Consent Form and one set of work
samples that demonstrate the applicants’ collaboration. If a collaborative application
receives an award, the award will be divided equally between collaborators. Neither of the
collaborators may be a PCA 2008 Fellowship recipient and both must meet eligibility
requirements. 

REVIEW PROCESS

PHC processes the applications and prepares them for review by the advisory jury in the fall
of 2008. 

The jury is comprised of four arts professionals, residing out of state. Jurors are chosen on
the basis of their highly-regarded professional achievements and broad knowledge of the
arts and represent a wide range of arts commentary. Juries are assembled with consideration
given to providing a balance of geographical representation, cultural diversity, age and
gender. New juries are selected each year and approved by the PCA. 

The review process for Arts Commentary is not anonymous; jurors will review biographical
information along with narratives and work samples. Jurors evaluate applications according
to the Arts Commentary review criteria, using a numerical scale to help make their award
recommendations. Once the jurors complete their review and make award
recommendations, the PCA presents the results to the Council for final review and action in
December 2008. All applicants are notified by mail on or about January 31, 2009. 

NOTIFICATION
To receive notification of receipt of your application materials, include a self-addressed
postcard with your application packet. The PCA recommends that you send your materials
return-receipt. 

The jurors’ recommendations are sent to the Council for review and action at the
December Council meeting. On or about January 31, 2009, all applicants will be notified
by mail of the Council’s decision. Checks should be distributed by April 2009, upon review
and approval of the applicant’s Award Agreement. 

AWARD PERIOD
The award period is from January 1, 2009 – December 31, 2009. All funds must be
expended during this grant period. 



ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS GOVERNING FELLOWSHIPS
(GRANTS-IN-AID)
Additional terms and conditions apply to grantees of the PCA. The following is a brief
summary and the complete Terms and Conditions are available at
www.pacouncilonthearts.org.

USE OF FUNDS
Funds can be used for:

• Time for creative work. 

• Supplies and materials related to artistic development. 

• Activities that directly benefit artistic development and recognition. 

Funds cannot be used for:

• Capital expenditures, including equipment costing $500 per item or more. 

• Activities for which academic credit is given. 

• Activities that have already been completed. 

• Activities that have a religious purpose. 

• Performances and exhibitions not available to the general public. 

• Cash prizes and awards. 

• Benefit activities. 

• Hospitality expenses, i.e. receptions, parties, gallery openings. 

• Lobbyists’ payments. 

• Competitions. 

REPORTING
Award recipients must submit a final report by January 31, 2009 on forms provided by PCA.
Final reports must be mailed to the PCA in Harrisburg. 

TAXABILITY OF AWARDS
The Fellowship Partner issuing the check solely determines whether to issue an IRS 1099
form. If you have any questions about your own income tax liability, you should contact the
Internal Revenue Service or tax counsel. 
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ARTS COMMENTARY: PERSPECTIVE ON THE ARTS
AWARDS OF $5,000

Arts Commentary: Perspectives on the Arts fosters nonfiction work which educates the
broad general public about the contemporary arts. They also promote arts commentators’
endeavors to reach new or larger audiences. The Arts Commentary program provides
awards of $5,000 without matching requirements. 

Art Commentary recognizes work in all media and is open to the full range of
Pennsylvanians producing interpretive work about the arts. Journalists, broadcast and
electronic media professionals, documentary filmmakers, arts, scholars, arts educators, and
non-profit professionals are encouraged to apply. 

Arts Commentary is a project-based program that: 

• Concentrates on the contemporary arts or issues of significance to the arts today. 
Projects concentrate on the arts and issues of the last 20 years. 

• Explores many perspectives of the arts. Projects may focus on any artistic discipline or 
combination of disciplines, or address the arts in general. They may also examine 
popular culture as it relates to the arts or explore social, political, and economic issues 
that impact the arts. 

• Educates the public by interpreting the significance of the arts and examining them 
from a critical or historical perspective. This perspective is humanities-based. The 
humanities raise questions about a given subject and explore the issues, ideas and 
perspectives around it. These questions, issues and perspectives are articulated and 
discussed. An examination of ideas, themes, and questions about the arts through a 
humanities lens fosters a more meaningful understanding of the arts by the general 
public. 

• Lead to presentations for the public. The presentations may take a variety of forms. 
These include publications, such as magazine or newspaper articles, books, and 
exhibition catalogs; media projects, such as radio programs, documentary films or 
videos, and web sites; and educational programs for the public, such as speaking 
engagements and exhibitions. Projects may focus on one presentation or encompass 
several presentations. 

The program supports projects that plan and/or implement public presentations. Funds from
Arts Commentary may be used to support time for creative work and project activities;
supplies and materials; and research underwriting as part of planning, if research is integral
to developing a public presentation. 



EXAMPLES OF PAST PROJECTS 
• A radio series, produced for national broadcast, exploring electronic music, its 

development and permutations as it was adapted by different musicians and cultures, 
and its large role in today’s global music.

• An investigation of early childhood arts, its significance, and the role of the arts in 
American education, culminating in multi-media presentations for early childhood 
educations.

• The writing and production of a catalog for an exhibition by a photographer in a Latino 
community.

• Multidisciplinary studies by middle school students examining masks and their connect 
to identity, with a final video of the project, a web site for educators, and a multimedia 
installation of the students’ art work and poems.

The program does NOT support projects that:

• Are solely historical. 

• Are devoted exclusively to creating and producing art, such as the writing of creative 
nonfiction, fiction, poetry, or plays. 

• Promote scholarship rather than public education. 

• Focus on research that does not directly lead to a public presentation. 

REVIEW CRITERIA
Applications for the Arts Commentary: Perspectives on the Arts are evaluated according to
the following criteria:

• Artistic Excellence – quality of creative content; 

• Merit of the project – quality of project design and ability to communicate ideas to 
public; and

• Project Management – relevancy of timeline and budget.

The jury uses a numerical scale to evaluate applications, support materials, and work
samples according to the above criteria. Juries use scores assigned to each application as an
aid to making their award recommendations
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WORK SAMPLES
Work samples for Arts Commentary reflect the applicant’s ability to relate education,
nonfiction work to the broad general public and span all types of media – written work,
audio, film, video, and multimedia. 

Applicants must submit work samples from the same medium.

IMPORTANT NOTE: To have audio, film and video samples returned, send a self-
addressed stamped envelope with adequate postage. Written work samples will not be
returned.

AUDIO WORK SAMPLES
NEW THIS YEAR: Artists applying to categories that require audio or video work samples
will be required to upload to CueRate a short sampling of their work in addition to the
work samples that will be mailed to the Fellowship Partner. The sample will be used for a
jury preview of the pool of applicants.

The sample must be uploaded to the online application in the Work Sample Description
tab. For detailed information on how to upload your sample, please visit
http://maaf.egrant.org and access the presentation on “Applying to the PCA Fellowship
Program: Audio and Video categories.”

WORK SAMPLE REQUIREMENTS
Submit six (6) copies of two (2) works by mail completed after 8/1/2002 and upload up to 5
MB of one of the two work samples to CueRate. 

IMPORTANT NOTE: You may submit one collaborative piece as one of the work
samples; although, the first viewing sample must be a non-collaborative work
conceived solely by the applicant. 

Each sample must be copied on a separate audiocassette, or included as two separate tracks
on a CD. Because the panel will review a large volume of materials, on average they will
spend approximately 10 minutes on each applicant’s work samples. Therefore, we strongly
suggest that you cue each work sample to the segment that you most wish the panel to
review. Please indicate the order you wish the samples to be viewed by numbering them
“Sample 1” and “Sample 2”. 

Applicants are urged to submit entire works as the jury may elect to view different parts of
the work submitted if you advance in the jury process; however, no more than the number
of materials required will be reviewed by the jury.

WORK SAMPLE REQUIREMENTS
Submit six (6) copies of 20 pages of prose completed after 8/1/2002.

Under no circumstances should books, magazines and photocopies of publications be sent.
All works submitted must be completed works (no works in progress).

ACCEPTED FORM SUBMISSIONS FOR WRITTEN WORK
All work samples must be typed, 1 ½ line spacing or larger on 8½” x 11” white paper, with
minimum one-inch margins and type size no smaller than 12 points. Please number the
pages on the bottom right corner. Work samples must be printed on one-side of the page
only, no double-sided copies. Work samples must be collated as six separate sets. Be sure to
securely fasten manuscripts; paper clipping each copy in the upper left corner works the
best. Please do not use staples. 

NEW THIS YEAR: A printed copy of the Work Sample Description information from the
online application process will serve as the cover page for the separate sets of your work
samples. The description sheet does not count toward the total number of pages allowed as
your work sample. Attach one set to each work sample set. The printed description sheet
will be formatted with the required information. Please do not include your name on this
sheet.

ADDITIONAL REQUIRED INFORMATION: Utilize the Additional Information field of the
application in the Work Sample section of the online application to provide a brief one-
paragraph synopsis of the full work. Limit 300 words, not including spaces. To maintain the
integrity of the review process, an artistic statement or mention of credits, awards,
recognitions, etc. must not appear anywhere in this field.
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CueRate INSTRUCTIONS
Before you begin, read the entire guidelines.

1. Go to http://midatlanticarts.org/funding/artists_programs/pa.html or
www.pacouncilonthearts.org and click on the CueRate link to the PCA Individual Artists
Fellowship application.

2. If you are a new CueRate user, click on the REGISTER link. You will need to enter your
name, a login, a password at least 6 characters long, a contact name for the account, a
contact email address, and select Pennsylvania Council on the Arts from the dropdown
menu. Please note that the password is case sensitive. Once registered, you will be able
to return and log in as needed to edit your application until you submit it. PLEASE KEEP
A RECORD OF YOUR LOG-IN NAME AND PASSWORD.

3. After you have registered, you will proceed into the CueRate system. You will need to
create an application. Click on the “Create an Application” button.

4. To begin completing your application, click the green “Edit” button on the main menu
page. Click “Save and Continue” or “Save and Next” at the bottom of each page to
move to the next page. If you would like to quit and continue working on the
application later, you must click “Save Your Work” before logging out of the CueRate
system. 

When you log back onto the CueRate system later, you can click the application’s “Edit”
button and continue completing the application from the previous point. You may also
access any section of the application by selecting the section name from the top menu. 

Be sure to save your work on the current page before clicking on one of the section
tabs. 

THE ONLINE APPLICATION DEADLINE IS 4:30 PM ON AUGUST 4, 2008. THE
REQUIRED WORK SAMPLES AND A SIGNED CONSENT FORM MUST BE MAILED
WITH A POSTMARK ON OR BEFORE AUGUST 4, 2008 FOR YOUR APPLICATION
TO BE ACCEPTED.

Primary Artistic Discipline: Refers to the artistic discipline of your art form. This may be
different than the category to which you are submitting an application.

The other collaborator will include his/her legal
name, publicity name (if applicable), legislative districts, permanent address, contact
information, and ethnicity. Only one application per collaboration will be submitted through
CueRate.

Applicant’s Profile: This information is used for PCA reporting requirements. Check all of
the following boxes to describe the predominant characteristics of the applicant. The
information requested is for statistical purposes only and of no bearing on the evaluation
process.

ARTIST RESUME/BIO
Please provide a résumé or biography, not to exceed three pages in length. Include
education background and professional achievements that reflect the applicant’s artistic
career.

The résumé/biography is not seen by the jury. Limit 2000 words, not including spaces.

WORK SAMPLES DESCRIPTION
Please refer to the Work Sample Requirements section for the information as to what is
required for submission and what to include in the Additional Required Information section.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Do not send originals of your work samples.

NARRATIVE QUESTIONS
Please submit a narrative, not to exceed 2400 words, that responds directly to the following
questions. To help jurors identify the question you are answering, include the number and
question in your narrative.

1. Describe your project, including the issues or topics you will explore. What public 
presentations do you plan to conduct? What activities will you pursue with support 
from an Arts Commentary Award? 

2. Identify and describe the audience you are trying to reach. How does your project 
address your target audience’s needs and interests? How does your project foster 
learning about the arts by this audience? 

3. How will your public presentation reach your target audience? How will it be 
promoted? 

4. Describe how the project will advance your work as an arts commentator. 

5. Provide a project timeline with key dates, activities and locations.

6. Provide details about the budget, highlighting any items that might need further 
explanation. 

PROJECT BUDGET
List project expenses, detailing how the $5,000 award will be spent. Include information
about matching funds if you have any.
